I can identify North America 
and some of its countries on 
a world map and identify the 
human and physical features 
of the USA.

I can locate a European 
country on a map 
(Greece).

I can look at 
topographical 
features of the 
UK and locate 
the major 
counties of the 
UK and their 
features.

I can locate and understand the meaning of the 
tropics of Capricorn and Cancer, equator and 
northern and southern hemisphere.

On a world map, I can locate 
countries and their capital cities 
within Europe (including Russia) 
and key environmental regions, 
human and physical features of 
Italy and its surrounding countries.

I understand the impact of 
Geographical change (erosion) on 
parts of the UK (The Isle of Wight), 
thinking about the impact on 
human geography.

I understand how London 
and the UK have changed 
over time and why. 

I can find where natural 
resources can be found in the 
world.

I understand time zones (and the 
Greenwich/Prime Meridian) and
understand the meaning of 
longitude and latitude.
