Understanding chronology is crucial to pupils building up a "big picture" of the history of the local area, the UK
and the wider world. Every history unit begins with a timeline lesson. From KS1, pupils will begin by looking at
a timeline of the history of England, and then be given an activity which allows them to sort major from the
period they are studying. In EYFS and KS1, History is taught thematically starting with a child’s personal history
and recent events. In KS2, most European history units are taught chronologically (based on start dates),
