The power of music

Music is all around us. It is the soundtrack to our lives. It connects us through people and places.
It is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging. In our schools, music can bring
communities together through the shared endeavour of whole-school singing, ensemble playing,
experimenting with the creative process and, through the love of listening to friends and fellow
pupils, performing.

History of World Music Day

The ‘Féte de la Musique’, also known in English as ‘Music Day’, ‘Make Music Day’ or ‘World Music
Day’, is an annual music celebration that takes place on the 21st June. On Music Day, citizens and
residents are urged to play music outside in their neighbourhoods or in public spaces and parks.

Free concerts are also organised, where musicians play for fun and not for payment.

The first all-day musical celebration on the day of the summer solstice was celebrated in Paris in
1982. Music Day celebrations have now spread to 120 countries around the world!

How can we get involved?

At Barrow Hedges we are all musicians, even if we don’t know it yet! Perhaps you learn an
instrument, perhaps you like to sing, perhaps you have an idea about an instrument you would like
to try or maybe you have ideas for a song you would like to write!
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You can celebrate World Music Day however you would like to, but in case you need a helping
hand here are some fun suggestions to get you started:

Listening Activities

1. Ask someone from your family what their favourite song is, listen to it together.

Write a review of a song, artist or band that you enjoy.

Go to a concert or watch live music.

Ask someone you know to show you an instrument that they play and listen to how it sounds.
Dance to your favourite song or one that you have never heard before.

Make up a dance to perform to your favourite song.

Listen to a record, cassette or CD to see how music has changed over time.
